 County schools throughout 
the metro Atlanta area have 
several teacher workdays 
scheduled which CMD 
normally does not observe 
(see note at right).  CMD will 
hold classes as scheduled on 
all other teacher work days.  
As detailed in your 
registration brochure, CMD 
follows the same holiday 
closings as the county in 
which your child’s school is 
located for Thanksgiving, 
Winter Break, and Spring 
Break only.  Private schools 
and church enrichment 
programs may differ – at 
these schools, we follow their 
closing schedule.
